The CNS Undergraduate Research Support Scholarship gives approximately eight $1,000 awards that are funded each Fall and Spring semester and approximately five $3,000 awards that are funded for summer semester. Funds from these awards are to be used for student stipends. Student awardees and their mentors are required to file a brief assessment report as a follow-up to their projects.   Each award requires a sponsoring department or faculty mentor to contribute $200/semester (Fall and Spring) or $300 (Summer), either from a research grant or from a general funds account.  The rest of the award will be provided from CNS funds.  Additionally, each mentor is required to provide one judge for the University Undergraduate Research and Arts Forum in April.  Awards will be selected on the basis of both merit and financial need.  Awards will be released when the mentor informs the CNS Office of Student Affairs that the student has initiated their project.
BEFORE APPLYING:  If you receive financial aid, check with the Office of Financial Aid to see if receiving this award would have a negative impact on your aid package or if your financial aid would be reduced by the amount of this award.
